APPLICATION FOR SITE IMPROVEMENT FUNDS

VICTORIA

The Victorian Hang Gliding & Paragliding Association, the representative state body of the Hang Gliding Federation of Australia has funding available for the development of new or existing flying sites within the state of Victoria. This financial assistance is available to any club or group of individuals.

Site improvement funds are subject to the following;

(i) Application for site improvements must be made prior to any works undertaken.

(ii) All funding is subject to VHPA committee approval.

(iii) Funds are to be expended solely upon site or site infrastructure and is limited to access tracks, launch ramps, tree felling, spectator control barriers, permanent signage, landscaping, earthworks or fire control works.

(iv) Funds are not to be used for payments as gratuities to any volunteer or employee, landowner, local councils, corporations or other such bodies, hangarage, fuel, aircraft hire, licensing or operating permits, airfield charges, airspace application fees, equipment rental or hire (excepting earthmoving or tree removal equipment) or building structures*.

(v) Payments are made on presentation of invoices however prepayment is negotiable if necessary.

Notes

*Special dispensation may be applied wherein the proposed site improvements may be for the improvement of facilities located at an existing property with 3rd party ownership. Ie Additional windsocks at aerodromes or provision of bush toilets etc.

The VHPA executive committee reserves the right to;

· Vary or exempt rules in special case applications or,

· Refuse allocation of funds without explanation or reason of cause.
