VHPA SITE MANAGEMENT
1. The VHPA will actively encourage and support the development of sites available for free access to all HG & PG pilots.

2. Site shall be managed by the nearest regionally based club.

3. Sites not deemed to be manageable by a club, either through large geographical separation, difficult ongoing land owner/operator negotiations or other reasons, shall be managed and administered by the VHPA or its delegate.

4. Management of sites close to more than one club shall be determined by the VHPA in the event agreed management or prime management by either club cannot be resolved.

Site management responsibilities at June 2012 (update of March 1997 original issue) are as follows;

Dynasoarers Hang Gliding & Paragliding Club - Sites within the region of the West coast of Victoria extending from and including Corio Bay to Portland western Victoria.

Melbourne Hang Gliding Club - Sites within the region East of the Melbourne Metropolitan area including Mt Dandenong, Warburton and Yarra Valleys and East of the Seymour Basin. Warrigal rocks, Landscape, Mt Broughton and Three Sisters.

NorthEast Victoria Hang Gliding & Paragliding Club - Sites within either the Ovens or Kiewa valleys of Northeast Victoria.

Skyhigh Paragliding Club - Sites within the region of the East coast of Victoria extending from Port Phillip bay to Kilcunda (West of Phillip Island).

As an aircraft type based club rather than regionally based, the Skyhigh club can offer advice to the pilots and executives of regional clubs where those clubs do not contain their own Paragliding expertise.

Southern Microlight Club

As an aircraft type based club, operating in the main, from privately owned airfields, the club can offer advice to the pilots and executives of regional clubs where those clubs do not contain their own Weightshift Microlight expertise.

Western Hang Gliding Club - Sites within the region of the Mt Cole state forest, Grampians and other sites of the Northwest Victorian region generally bounded by the Pyrenees hwy, Hamilton hwy and Western hwy corridor.
